	Comments:
	Having been advised of this proposal for the first time at the Bodicote Parish meeting on 7th September and then having to search for information on this development myself. I find it an absolute disgrace that so few people have been consulted about the proposed development when it affects so many.
I notice from all the literature surrounding the proposed development it states "Banbury 17" as the proposed site, However I understand from the Parish council that the land required for the development falls within Bodicote Parish Boundaries.
I understand that a community review was carried out in 2012/2013 which changed some of the boundaries from Bodicote to Banbury (Longford Park & Cotefield) but I cannot see "Banbury 17" as being changed. I would therefore like to know when this change of boundary took place and if it hasn't taken place when will it be proposed and when the public consultation will take place. Or will CDC just allow the development to go ahead and then claw back the land into Banbury as they see fit taking with it all the money that Gladmans should pay to Bodicote Parish Council If this is the case then no village will be safe from developers.

The proposed plans from Gladmans shows the main entrance to the new development directly off White Post Road. This road is already dangerously congested due to the traffic from parents dropping off and picking up their children from Bishop Loveday School not to mention the staff, contractors and visitors to Cherwell District Council. The overflow of traffic also overspills onto surrounding roads like Sycamore Drive, Maple Close & Willow Drive. There have been numerous occasions when I have been blocked into my driveway because of people parking in front of it. Junctions are constantly blocked, cars are parked on exits of the roundabout, cars are parked on the corner of junctions restricting views, and cars are double parked so traffic cannot get through the road. This is an accident waiting to happen without the added pressure of an addition 250 homes and their traffic. I also have great fears should this development be approved the link up road to the new development which is currently under construction on the Bloxham Road, will just create a rat run (like Wykham Lane is currently) for people trying to cut out having to come through Banbury again creating more congestion 
Saltway is a much loved and much used walkway and a local heritage asset. Given the proposed plans by Gladmans the housing will be so close to Saltway that it will completely loose it's rural feel with the houses, lighting and noise pollution. 
I am at a loss as to why CDC is entertaining the idea of building on yet another greenfield site and one that falls so closely to the recent Longfield & Spitfire sites. The area is becoming saturated with additional housing but no additional infrastructure to cope. Bodicote is in grave danger of loosing more of it's village and just becoming an extension of Banbury loosing its character, look and feel.

Whilst I fear that my comments are written in vain and the decision is already a done deal I just hope that the public feeling and genuine concerns will strike a chord with your common sense and decency and the decision to allow this development to proceed will be declined .

I would be grateful if you can ensure my concerns are passed to the planning committee
