	Part Three of Objection - 

Bodicote Parish has had more than its share of housing allocated through Policy Villages 1.
You say in 'Cherwell Local Plan 2011-2031 adopted 20th July 2015' 

C.246 We will have encouraged sustainable economic opportunities and we will have provided 5,392 (2011-2031) dwellings in total in the rural area including Kidlington and the development of a new settlement at the former RAF Upper Heyford.

C.272 In the interests of meeting local housing need in rural areas, an allocation is also being made to enable the development of some new sites (for 10 or more dwellings) in the most sustainable locations. A further 750 dwellings will be developed in the rural areas including Kidlington. Sites for 10 or more dwellings that have received planning permission after 31 March 2014 will contribute in meeting these requirements. Additionally, a realistic windfall allowance of 754 homes is identified for sites of less than 10 dwellings for the period (2014-2031). In total, some 5,392 homes will be delivered across the rural areas from 2011 to 2031.

Looking at the 'Local Housing Trajectory Plan 2011-2031' I can conclude the following from the numbers you have provided - 

5,392 = total number of houses you plan to build in Rural Areas + Kidlington 'Plan Period Supply 2011-2031;

I'm not sure quite how you came to the figure 5,392 as the figures don't quite add up. Bodicote Parish has had more than its share of housing allocated through Policy Villages 1.

You say in 'Cherwell Local Plan 2011-2031 adopted 20th July 2015' 

C.246 We will have encouraged sustainable economic opportunities and we will have provided 5,392 (2011-2031) dwellings in total in the rural area including Kidlington and the development of a new settlement at the former RAF Upper Heyford.

You have noted the following in your 'Plan Period Total Supply 2011-2031' - 

RAF Upper Heyford - 2,361
DLO Caversfield - 196
Rural Areas including Kidlington - 1,885
Windfall Sites - 950

Upper Heyford had no 'Completions 2011-2014', 761 'Permissions Granted at 30 March 2014' and 1600 'Local Plan : New Allocation 2014-2031' so total = 2,361
(0+761+1600 = 2,361)

DLO Caversfield had 85 'Completions 2011-2014', 111 'Permissions Granted at 30 March 2014' and 0 'Local Plan : New Allocation 2014-2031' so total = 196
*You have added 'Completions' to this development when they should have been omitted*
(0+111+0=111)

Rural Areas including Kidlington had 247 'Completions 2011-2014', 888 'Permissions Granted at 30 March 2014' and 750 'Local Plan : New Allocation 2014-2031' so total = 1638
(0+888+750=1638)

Windfall Sites had 196 'Completions 2011-2014', 255 'Permissions Granted at 30 March 2014' and 754 'Local Plan : New Allocation 2014-2031' so total = 754
*You have omitted 255 as these are not taken into account for Total Projected Supply 2011-2031' 
(0+0+754=754)

If we add the actual numbers together which are - 

RAF Upper Heyford - 2,361
DLO Caversfield - 111
Rural Areas including Kidlington - 1,638
Windfall Sites - 754
We end up with a total = 4,864

We need to deduct RAF Upper Heyford and DLO Caversfield from the total that Category A Villages would be expected to take so - 

4,864 (total number of houses left to build of the 'Plan Period Supply 2011-2031') - 2,361 (RAF Upper Heyford) - 111 (DLO Caversfield) = 2,392 houses left to build in Rural Areas including Kidlington over 'Plan Period Supply 2011-2031'. 

If we extrapolate this further - 

2,392 = total number of houses left to build in Rural Areas including Kidlington over 'Plan Period Supply 2011-2031' ÷ 24 Category A Villages (Adderbury, Ambrosden, Arncott, Begbroke, Bletchingdon, Bloxham, Bodicote, Chesterton, Cropredy, Deddington, Finmere, Fringford, Fritwell, Hook Norton, Kidlington, Kirtlington, Launton, Milcombe, Sibford Ferris, Sibford Gower, Steeple Aston, Weston on the Green, Wroxton and Yarnton) = 99.66 houses per Category A village

I can conclude from the numbers provided by yourselves in 'Cherwell Local Plan 2011-2031 adopted 20th July 2015' that the number of houses Bodicote as a Category A village should be expected to take is 99.66. 

As it stands Bodicote has had/will be having the following developments- 

Spitfire Development, Oxford Road, Bodicote - 21 dwellings
Blackwood Place Development, Bodicote - 82 dwellings
Longford Park Development, Bodicote - 600 dwellings
Total number of dwellings = 703

Even if you remove Longford Park from the equation, which I'm sure you will. Between the Spitfire Development of 21 dwellings and the approved Blackwood Place Development of 82 dwellings it totals 103 dwellings, which exceeds the quote of 99.66 we are required to take on the grounds of being a Category A village.

If we also take into account that the Gladman Development proposal of 280 dwellings is not in the 'Cherwell Local Plan 2011-2031 adopted 20th July 2015' I see no reason at all why this application should be accepted.
