	Comments:
	The 'spine road' (which has been described at different times to fulfil different functions) must be considered as a whole if it is to provide a link between Oxford Road / Bodicote Flyover and the A361. Now is the time for the District and County to grasp the nettle and lay down a preferred alignment. This road should not be allowed to 'wander about' at the developer's discretion. In addition a consistent width and layout must be stipulated - again this is too important an issue to be left to a developer's whim. I suggest it should be a 12.3m wide corridor (excluding verges) which would provide a 7.3m carriageway ( i.e. 3 lanes; two for movement and one for stationary vehicles / bus / removal van ) and two 2.5m footways. 
In addition the section of White Post Lane from the roundabout to the start of the spine road ( i.e. the section opposite Bishop Loveday School) should be widened to the same standard, otherwise that section will for-ever be a constraint on the use of the spine road.

I also believe that in spacial planning terms there dhould be a wider 'green' buffer on the south side of the Salt Way ( in this case to enhance separation from the existing properties along Sycamore Drive etc.)., that the 'cricket pitch' be reposiyioned next to the existing cricket club ( for ease of sharing facilities, ground maintenance etc.) and the 'play area' moved immediately north of the cricket club ground. This would increase the 'green' separation between Bodicote and Banbury and go some way to allaying Bodicote Parish's fears of 'coalescence'. If this results in the track of the 'spine' road being moved south of that shown, then so be it.

If play areas are to be a feature of the larger future developments (as I would hope) someone needs to decide which authority will operate and maintain them in the future as the 'Town' or 'Parish' may have, from experience, their own views on the types of equipment, surfacing etc. - and bear in mind there is already a very well used children's play area in the south-east corner of the existing recreation ground. Is there a need for two in close proximity as would be the case in this instance ?

Lastly, your leter re EIA dated 3 June 2015 has been overtaken by events and, if read in isolation, would give a false impression of the status and extent of surrounding development proposals. So far as other infrastructure needs are concerned there may be only enough education capacity if the larger nearby proposal comes to fruition as, at the moment, there is nothing like enough primary (and maybe secondary) vacancies to meet the demand imposed by this proposal. I will not mention GP and other medical facilities or the capacity of the local utility networks (Thames Water has recently described Oxfordshire as a 'stress area' due to inadequate sources of water for domestic and commercial uses.
