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	1.1 INTRODUCTION


	This Design and Access Statement has been prepared to accompany a detailed planning application for a new building to house replacement plant for the processing of spent coffee grounds on the Mondelez production manufacturing plant adjacent to Ruscote Avenue, Banbury.


	1.2 SITE


	The proposed location for the building is currently hard standing within an area of existing plant and equipment associated with the processes involved within the new building.

The Mondelez Production site is characterized by industrial buildings, areas of hard standing and circulation roads for heavy vehicles. All are within a secure perimeter fence with controlled access.

The site boundary is approximately 30m from Ruscote Avenue and there are no residential properties in the near vicinity.



	1.3  LAYOUT

	The positioning of the proposed building is in relation to the other processes involved with the production on site. The plant housed within the proposals is required over three floors as shown on the attached drawings.


	1.4 SCALE

	As noted in the layout section above, the plant and processes involved within the building are the governing factors over the location and size of the proposals. The building is 16m high with an internal ground floor area of 163m2.


	1.5 APPEARANCE

	The external cladding of the building is proposed to be profiled steel sheeting coloured Goosewing grey RAL 7308 to match the adjacent buildings, with a dwarf wall below finished in facing brickwork. Large mature trees to the west of the site screen the proposals from Ruscote Avenue.


	1.6 ACCESS

	The Mondelez production site has a traffic and pedestrian management system in place which defines vehicle routes and pedestrian walkways. This along with a requirement to wear high visibility jackets all provides a rational procedure to external access and movement around the site.
There is an extensive car parking provision at the main access to the site.
