I fully support the cross country schooling and the events run by the Taylors. We have a successful yard of international event and dressage horses which are based at Grange farm. One of our key assets for our business is the cross country course and the competitions that they run on it. The course is always renowned for being kept immaculate and always mown and maintained to a very high standard. This course gives us the ability to offer our client’s access to train on one of the best cross country training facilities in the country but more importantly it gives us a massive portion of our income stream. We teach a broad spectrum of riders from pony club to riding club on the course as well as helping us to give our horses the best training. We have based with us, a young Indian rider who has come over to the UK to compete and train aiming for the Rio Olympics. He chose to come here because of its amazing location geographically and its facilities. Our yard now directly employs 4 members of staff as well as indirectly puts money into other local businesses such as farmers (for forage), vets, Farriers, Saddlers etc., without even mentioning the effect of our staff and clients all visiting and using local facilities such as village shop, pub, B&B when getting lunch or visiting their horses. Without this course we would not be able to have a business anywhere near as successful as we have now and are successfully growing.
