	To whom it may concern, I am troubled by some of the comments made by the objectors to the planning application made by the Taylors at Swalcliffe Park Equestrian. I have been involved in organising the dressage for their British Eventing Competition since the Event began in 2010 as I do for several other events in the region. Two of the families objecting have horses. One family hunt with the Warwickshire Hunt and another are members of British Eventing. Both my daughters, like these families have enjoyed the facilities that Swalcliffe have to offer, spending their childhood riding and competing and if it wasn’t for places like Swalcliffe, events would not exist. The objectors comments regarding 800 vehicles attending this event, is a gross exaggeration and I feel that any committee members or ‘non horsey’ people reading these letters would be misguided into thinking these events are far more imposing than they really are. The implication of 80-90% traffic increase, are dumbfounding and I am at a loss as to where these figures come from?! The objectors originally pushed for Grange Lane not to be used for competitions and the Taylors took this on board and rerouted traffic. The signage plan is always very clear and directs traffic along the B roads as much as possible, minimising the use of smaller single track roads. Now it appears the objectors want to reroute traffic to come along the Wiggington gated road, which involves traffic using Grange Lane! Trying to use the argument that events at SPE have a huge impact on traffic on the B4035 is quite ridiculous as the B4035 is the main route between Banbury, the M40 and Stratford. How can you push all of the blame from traffic on 13 days out of 365 onto one family? It has greatly upset me to see the Taylor family going through the heartbreak of possibly losing what is their livelihood when all they want to do is make a living out of their own land. It’s hard enough for rural families to make a living in the countryside when, like many other farming families, the Taylors are doing all they can to diversify and put back into the local economy. I find it hard to believe that people who come to live in the countryside and want to enjoy it, don’t give their support to those who make their livelihood out of it, especially as I know one of the families use their property as a weekend home.
