6. Land used for Training and Schooling (Map).
The activities mentioned in the three tables above take place in the fields coloured purple on the map entitled ‘Training and Schooling’. Parking for the majority of these activities is in location 7 found on the map. This is a hard standing area close to the farmhouse which allows individuals to book in before they head out on the course via field 3. When larger groups come schooling we park them in field 2 as the parking area in location 7 has a limited capacity. This over flow parking is accessed off of Grange Lane as indicated on the map. Riders can access any of the locations coloured purple. During certain times of the year they are advised that there is livestock in the fields and they are to be vigilant when passing through these areas of the farm.

The number of events exceeding 50 horses is shown in the table below. 
7. Areas used for events with more than 50 horses.
The areas used for Events with more than 50 horses are shown on seven separate plans incorporating the answers to question 9. The reason for this is that Events can be set up in varying layouts depending on conditions such as ground conditions and alleviates concerns from the neighbours about the amenity of their properties. In all cases we try to meet their requests. 

The layouts include:
British Eventing Horse Trials Layout 1 

This layout is used when fields 4, 5 and 6 are too wet and unsuitable for riding on. We must ensure that medics and officials are able to access all areas of the course in order to deem the competition safe. 

The course (jumps) for this event is set out 5 days before the competition begins. No temporary stabling is required for this event as all competitors return home each evening. Local livery businesses are approached if any competitors require overnight stabling. 

All judges boxes are put into place 1-2 days before the competition begins. The hospitality and secretary marquees are erected 3 days before the competition begins by an outside company and are removed within 24 hours of the event finishing. A second map is enclosed which shows the layout of the British Eventing Horse Trials with the jumps indicated on the map.
British Eventing Horse Trials Layout 2

This layout is used when all the fields are accessible. It creates an undulating course which allows the courses to be varying and interesting for the riders. 

One Day Events Layout

This is a layout used for the One Day Events held at SPE in May and September this year. These tend to be slightly smaller than the BE Event with less temporary structures and smaller PA systems. The layout in BE Horse Trials 1 can be used when fields 4, 5 and 6 are too wet for use. The jumps for these events are moved into place 2-3 days before the competition begins. All these fences are used for schooling when they are not being used in a competition therefore they are always out. Dressage arenas are put out 2 days before a competition takes place and are taken down immediately after competitions. They comprise of 17 white drain pipe-like boards and 8 letters which are staked into the ground. Occasionally a dressage arena is left out as it is required by a rally or clinic for training. Judges boxes are located 1-2 days before these events take place. 

The temporary structure for these events goes up the day before and is removed at the end of the event. The Pony Club and Riding Club hunter trials and One Day Events use a horse trailer to work out of to save on the expense of hiring a marquee. 

British Riding Club National Championships.

This is our biggest event of the year with the most temporary infrastructures brought onsite. This is the only competition where stabling is brought onsite. In 2013 stables were situated in the dressage area shown on the map. Following requests from the neighbouring properties, stables were moved to the location shown. These stables arrive on site 5 days before horses arrive. The stables are removed immediately after the event has finished and are gone by noon the following day. The farm machinery is then used to remove the bedding which is put onto the muck heap to be composted and used on the fields as fertiliser. 

The cross country jumps for this event are put out 8 days before the competition begins as there is a course inspection from the event officials to ensure the course is of the correct height and safe for the level of competitors competing over it. 

The judges boxes are put into place 2 days prior to the start of the competition. 

The PA system is brought in by a communications company and set up 2-3 days before the competition starts. This is not used until the competition has begun.

The temporary structures for this event are erected 3 days before the event begins. They are removed within 24 hours of the event finishing.
Hunter Trials

Swalcliffe Park has run many hunter trials over the years. These events comprise of only the cross country element of a one day event so require less space than a one day event. There are various layouts which can be used in fields 1 and 2 which have been detailed in 3 maps labelled ‘Hunter Trial Layout Option 1, 2 and 3’. Very few organisers use temporary structures for these events and tend to work out of a horse trailer or the back of a horse lorry. The PA used on these events is limited to only 2 horn speakers on the control box which is central to the cross country course. The different layouts indicate the flexibility of the fields which allow the organisers to rotate activities away from the neighbouring properties. There is only one judges box required for a hunter trial which is situated in the middle of the course to give optimum view to the commentator and controller. 
10. Details of the extent of equestrian/agricultural uses on the land from 2004-2014.

Plans below show how the various fields have been utilised over the last 10 years. The following comments support the information on these plans:

From 2004-2014, fields 3, 4, 5 and 6 have been permanent grass. 3, 5 and 6 have been grazed by cattle and sheep and we have cut grass for a hay or silage crop each year. Field 4 is grazed by sheep. 3, 5 and 6 are only used on competition days when the longer courses are designed. The whole equestrian business works in conjunction with Taylor Farms. 

2004/2005.
Established Grass gallops (since 1998) situated around fields 1 & 2 were 8 metres wide. Cross country jumps were placed around the gallops as options for riders to jump. 

2006

The jumps and grass gallops were incorporated in competitions in fields 1 & 2 when the lower training field (field 4) and field 6, were too wet to ride. 

2007 
Taylor Farms reinstated the grass gallops into crop field in field 1 and in exchange, transferred an area of uncropped land to grass to enable the development of the water jump in field 2.

2008
Additional grass was seeded in field 2 to accommodate the equestrian training and competition area to include temporary parking. This area was also used for grazing sheep in November to February. 

2009
No cereal crop was planted in field 1 in Autumn 2009 to allow parking for the British Eventing Horse Trials on stubble in March 2010. 

2011

A hedge was planted along the boundary of fields 1 and 2 along Grange Lane. Field 3 was then planted with the same hedging plants in spring of 2014.  

Fields 1 and 2 are the most suitable fields for Equestrian use as it produces the best ground conditions to be used by the business Swalcliffe Park Equestrian Ltd.
