	I thoroughly support this application - I live in the centre of Sibford Ferris and have done for the last 10 years and I can say that there has been absolutely no impact on the village for any events that have been run at SPEL - the land is kept to the very highest standard with no impact on the environment, in fact the work done there only enhances the environment, with hedges being planted etc, The traffic to the events when they have them cause little impact and on a day to day basis no impact at all. I have never heard the tanoy in the village, so there is no sound pollution. The problem with traffic in the village does not relate to traffic through the village of horse boxes (very few), it is more the daily delivery lorries and buses and farm machinery that cause the problems.
