Location: Eco Town Marketing Suite Banbury Road Bicester Oxfordshire
Description: The erection of a temporary marketing suite and associated temporary car-park and access, together with associated temporary landscaping and features
Comments: 
The proposed marketing suite will be located within a permitted development.  The vehicle access to serve the proposed marketing suite is considered suitable (to be built to adoptable standard) to serve this proposal via the approved vehicle access onto the Banbury.  Once the marketing suite is relocated or no longer required the vehicle access serving this site is to be permanently closed to vehicular traffic (to be conditioned). The proposed parking area is considered acceptable for the proposed use.
Taking the above into account, it is my opinion there is unlikely to be any highway safety implications from this planning proposal.

Recommendation:

No objection subject to:
1. Prior to the first use of the of the proposed marketing suite hereby approved, the proposed means of access between the land and the highway shall be formed, laid out and constructed strictly in accordance with Oxfordshire County Council’s specification and guidance.  Reason - In the interests of highway safety and to comply with Government guidance contained within the National Planning Policy Framework. 
2. Prior to the first occupation of the development hereby approved, the parking and manoeuvring areas shall be provided in accordance with the plan approved and shall be constructed from porous materials or provision shall be made to direct run-off water from the hard surface to a permeable or porous area or surface within the curtilage of the site. Thereafter, the parking and manoeuvring area shall be retained in accordance with this condition and shall be unobstructed except for the parking and manoeuvring of vehicles at all times.  Reason - In the interests of highway safety and flood prevention and to comply with Government guidance contained within the National Planning Policy Framework.

3. Once the marketing suite is no longer required or relocated the access hereby approved, the shall be permanently stopped up by means of full face kerbing, reinstatement of the footway and verge and shall not be used by any vehicular traffic whatsoever.  Reason - In the interests of highway safety and to comply with Government guidance contained within the National Planning Policy Framework.
