I have been asked to comment on this application from the point of view of potential nuisance and contaminated land.

I have no concerns about potential for nuisance but would recommend the condition below for contaminated land:

J16 Land Contamination not Previously Found

If, during development, contamination not previously identified is found to be

present at the site, no further development shall be carried out until full details

of a remediation strategy detailing how the unsuspected contamination shall

be dealt with has been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local

Planning Authority. Thereafter the remediation strategy shall be carried out in

accordance with the approved details.

Reason - To ensure that risks from land contamination to the future users of

the land and neighbouring land are minimised, together with those to

controlled waters, property and ecological systems, and to ensure that the

development can be carried out safely without unacceptable risks to workers,

neighbours and other offsite receptors in accordance with Policy ENV12 of

the adopted Cherwell Local Plan and Government guidance contained within

the National Planning Policy Framework.
