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1. APPLICATION SITE AND LOCALITY 
1.1. The application site is located to the east of Oxford Road in the north of the village of Bodicote. The site is currently occupied by a service station.
1.2. The site is in an area of potentially contaminated land and common swifts have been located nearby, which are a protected species.
2. DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT
2.1. Planning consent is sought for the retention of an ATM which is installed within a purpose built steel secure room, which is located adjacent to the shop for the service station. The ATM measures approximately 1.3m in height by 0.9m in width. The steel room in which the ATM is located is approximately 1.2m in width, 2.2m in depth and 2.1m in height. 
3. RELEVANT PLANNING HISTORY
3.1. This application is submitted alongside a retrospective application for advertisement consent for the ATM.

7. RELEVANT PLANNING POLICY AND GUIDANCE
7.1. Planning law requires that applications for planning permission must be determined in accordance with the development plan unless material considerations indicate otherwise.
7.2. The Cherwell Local Plan 2011-2031 - Part 1 was formally adopted by Cherwell District Council on 20th July 2015 and provides the strategic planning policy framework for the District to 2031.  The Local Plan 2011-2031 – Part 1 replaced a number of the ‘saved’ policies of the adopted Cherwell Local Plan 1996 though many of its policies are retained and remain part of the development plan. The relevant planning policies of Cherwell District’s statutory Development Plan are set out below:

8. APPRAISAL
8.1. The key issues for consideration in this case are:
· Principle of development
· Design and impact on the character of the area

· Residential amenity

· Highway safety
Principle of development

8.2. The ATM is located within the existing service station complex and would serve the customers of the service station. It is therefore considered acceptable in principle in this respect. 

Design and impact on the character of the area
8.3. Government guidance contained within the Framework requiring good design states that good design is a key aspect of sustainable development, is indivisible from good planning and should contribute positively to making places better for people. Further, permission should be refused for development of poor design that fails to take the opportunities for improving the character and quality of an area and the way it functions.

8.4. Saved Policy C28 of the Cherwell Local Plan 1996 states that control will be exercised over all new development to ensure that the standards of layout, design and external appearance, including the choice of materials, are sympathetic to the character of the context of that development.

8.5. Policy ESD15 of the Cherwell Local Plan Part 1 states that new development will be expected to complement and enhance the character of its context through sensitive siting, layout and high quality design. All new development will be required to meet high design standards.
8.6. The ATM is installed to the front of the shop of the service station. The ATM has a small amount of illuminated signage, though this is considered to be minor. The ATM would be in keeping with the development on the site, is of an appropriate scale and design and is therefore considered to be acceptable in its impact on the visual amenities of the locality. 

Residential amenity

8.7. Policy ESD15 of the Cherwell Local Plan 2011 – 2031 Part 1 states that new development proposals should consider amenity of both existing and future development, including matters of privacy, outlook, natural lighting, ventilation and indoor and outdoor space.

8.8. Due to the minor scale of the proposals, it is considered unlikely that the ATM would have a detrimental impact on the residential amenity of neighbouring properties.

Highway safety

8.9. The Highways Liaison Officer has offered no objections to the scheme. It is considered that the majority of those using the ATM will be utilising the service station for its other services. It is therefore considered unlikely that the development would have a detrimental impact on highway safety.
9. CONCLUSION
9.1. It is considered that the ATM in this location is an acceptable form of development that is in keeping with the character of the area and would not detract from neighbour amenity or highway safety.
	10. RECOMMENDATION
10.1. That permission is granted, subject to the following conditions:
1. The development shall be carried out strictly in accordance with the following plans and documents: Application forms and drawings titled ‘OS MasterMap 1250/2500/10000 scale’ dated 03 February 2016 and ‘NM-08-2016-20-2’. 
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
