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1. APPLICATION SITE AND LOCALITY 
1.1. The application site is located to the east of Oxford Road in the north of the village of Bodicote. The site is currently occupied by a service station.

1.2. The site is in an area of potentially contaminated land and common swifts have been located nearby, which are a protected species.
2. DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT
2.1. This application seeks retrospective advertisement consent for the installation of illuminated signage relating to an ATM, that shall read ‘Free Cash Withdrawals’. It is proposed that this signage is lit to a level of 100 cd/m and shall be white lettering on a black background. The maximum height of any of the letters is 10.9cm.
3. RELEVANT PLANNING HISTORY
3.1. This application is submitted alongside a retrospective planning application for the installation of the ATM.
16/01787/F: RETROSPECTIVE – The retention of an ATM installed in a new purpose built steel secure room with steel floor plate PENDING CONSIDERATION

4.1. No pre-application discussions have taken place with regard to this proposal.

5.1. This application has been publicised by way of a site notice displayed near the site and by letters sent to all properties immediately adjoining the application site that the Council has been able to identify from its records.

7. RELEVANT PLANNING POLICY AND GUIDANCE
7.1. Planning law requires that planning applications must be determined in accordance with the development plan unless material considerations indicate otherwise.
7.2. The Cherwell Local Plan 2011-2031 - Part 1 was formally adopted by Cherwell District Council on 20th July 2015 and provides the strategic planning policy framework for the District to 2031.  The Local Plan 2011-2031 – Part 1 replaced a number of the ‘saved’ policies of the adopted Cherwell Local Plan 1996 though many of its policies are retained and remain part of the development plan. 8. APPRAISAL
8.1. The key issues for consideration in this case are:
· Amenity
· Public safety
Amenity
8.2. Government guidance contained within the Framework requiring good design states that good design is a key aspect of sustainable development, is indivisible from good planning and should contribute positively to making places better for people. Further, permission should be refused for development of poor design that fails to take the opportunities for improving the character and quality of an area and the way it functions.

8.3. Saved Policy C28 of the Cherwell Local Plan 1996 states that control will be exercised over all new development to ensure that the standards of layout, design and external appearance, including the choice of materials, are sympathetic to the character of the context of that development.

8.4. Policy ESD15 of the Cherwell Local Plan Part 1 states that new development will be expected to complement and enhance the character of its context through sensitive siting, layout and high quality design. All new development will be required to meet high design standards.
8.5. The signage serves the ATM and the signage is minor in scale and though is illuminated, is illuminated to a level of 100 cd/m which is a low level of lighting that would be suitable within the suburban context in which it is located. It is considered that the development would comply with Policy ESD15 of the Cherwell Local Plan 2011 – 2031 Part 1, Saved Policy C28 of the Cherwell Local Plan 1996 and Paragraph 67 of the Framework relating to amenity.
Public safety
8.6. The proposed signage is not considered to present a risk to public safety or highway safety due to its scale, luminance and position in relation to the highway. Furthermore, the local highway authority has not raised objection to the proposal. The proposed signage is therefore considered to comply with the provisions of Paragraph 67 of the Framework relating to public safety.
9. CONCLUSION
9.1. It is considered that the signage, due to its minor scale and low levels of luminance would not cause harm to the character and appearance of the area or cause a risk to public safety or amenity and is therefore considered to be acceptable, subject to the conditions set out below.
	10. RECOMMENDATION
10.1. That consent is granted, subject to the following conditions:
1. This consent for the display of advertisements will lapse on 28th October 2021.

Reason - By virtue of Regulation 14 (7) of the Town and Country Planning (Control of Advertisements) (England) Regulations 2007.
2. Except where otherwise stipulated by condition, the advertisement shall be displayed strictly in accordance with the following plans and documents: Application forms and drawings titled: ‘OS MasterMap 1250/2500/10000 scale’ dated 03 February 2016 and ‘NM-08-2016-20-2’.

Reason - For the avoidance of doubt, and to ensure that the development is carried out only as approved by the Local Planning Authority.
3. (a) No advertisement shall be displayed without the permission of the owner of the site or any other person with an interest in the site entitled to grant  permission.

(b) 
No advertisement shall be sited or displayed so as to:-

(i) 
endanger persons using any highway, railway, waterway, dock, harbour or aerodrome (civil or military);

(ii) 
obscure, or hinder the ready interpretation of, any traffic sign, railway signal or aid to navigation by water or air; or

(iii) 
hinder the operation of any device used for the purpose of security or surveillance or for measuring the speed of any vehicle.

(c)  
Any advertisement displayed, and any site used for the display of advertisements, shall be maintained in a condition that does not impair the visual amenity of the site.

(d) 
Any structure or hoarding erected or used principally for the purpose of displaying advertisements shall be maintained in a condition that does not endanger the public.

(e)  
Where an advertisement is required under these Regulations to be removed, the site shall be left in a condition that does not endanger the public or impair visual amenity.
