•             Increase the sizes of the 10% Oak trees to 12 -14 cm girth to create an initial beneficial impact with larger trees than proposed, within the woodland belts.

· Improve landscape mitigation south of the overbridge by specifying a mix of Scots Pine (Pinus sylvestris) and Silver Birch in the proposed meadow area, pay heed to clear pedestrian sightlines to the bridge – 5 of each species. 

· Include on the landscape proposals the existing trees of Garth Park and the areas south of the overbridge. If these tree have been cleared then it is essential that there are suitable replacement trees.
