I hope this email will suffice as revised comments.  It deals with the main points raised in the developer’s response.

1. Although the proposed potential signalised junction would work, it would represent additional delay to vehicles on the A4260, and therefore may not be the best solution for the local transport network.
1. Although there is a risk that drivers delayed exiting the development could make unsafe manoeuvres; however, having considered this further, in my view this is not considered sufficient to recommend objection. There are limitations with the modelling software such that the predicted delays to traffic exiting the development may not materialise in practice. Also accidents of this type are relatively rare.
1. It is accepted that the impact on Wykham Lane from this development in isolation could not be considered severe.
1. The willingness to contribute to the Banbury Transport Strategy is welcomed.  However, I do not accept the argument that the impact of the development is negligible.  Its residual traffic impact will be part of a cumulative impact giving rise to the need for transport improvements, hence the requirement to contribute to the Strategy.
1. The willingness to make contributions towards public transport and bus stop improvements is welcomed.
1. The Travel Plan is welcomed and is currently being reviewed by the travel plans team – the final version could be required by condition.
1. The willingness to make a contribution towards a direct cycle link to Broad Gap is welcomed – it had been envisaged that this was something the developer could construct under S278.  However, as an alternative a suitable contribution amount will be proposed.
1. Nevertheless the detail of the cycle/pedestrian link northwards through the site and the adjacent development remains extremely important.
