OUTLINE - 95 No new homes
Significant comments:
The majority of the trees on site are located around the edge of the field.  Ten trees are to be removed; 1 A, 1 B and 8 C category trees, in addition to G3 and part of G2.  The most significant trees are to be retained.  T1 to T6 are shown for retention but on the Tree Protection Plan no protective fencing is shown around these trees.  These trees should be protected with fencing.  The tree protection plan shows the trees in their current context rather than in the proposed context.  The tree protection plan should show the trees in relation to the proposed site layout plan so it is possible to assess what impact the proposals will have on the trees.  

Four trees 13, 15, 16 and 17 have been identified as veteran trees.  They should be retained, protected and be subject to a management plan.
There are opportunities for tree planting on the site.  Details should be provided of the trees to be planted in addition to details of the proposed planting pits in soft and hard landscaped areas, if applicable.  
Recommendations:
Produce a tree protection plan showing the trees in relation to the proposed site layout.  Provide details of proposed planting.  Supply details of proposed planting pits.
a) No retained tree shall be cut down, uprooted, damaged or destroyed, nor shall any retained tree be pruned in any manner, be it branches, stems or roots, other than in accordance with the approved plans and particulars, without the prior written approval of the Local Planning Authority. All tree works shall be carried out in accordance with BS3998: Recommendations for Tree Works.

b) If any retained tree is cut down, uprooted, destroyed or dies, another tree shall be planted in the same place in the next planting season following the removal of that tree, full details of which shall be firstly submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. 

In this condition a “retained tree” is an existing tree which shall be retained in accordance with the approved plans and particulars; and paragraphs (a) and (b) shall have effect until the expiration of five years from the date of the [insert].

Prior to the commencement of the development hereby approved, an Arboricultural Method Statement (AMS), undertaken in accordance with BS:5837:2012 and all subsequent amendments and revisions to include a tree protection plan shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. Thereafter, all works on site shall be carried out in accordance with the approved AMS.

Veteran Trees 



If any retained tree is identified as being or having the potential to be a ‘veteran tree’ [as defined in BS:3998 section 3 - 'Terms & Definitions'. . . ], it shall be the subject of a specific management plan devised by a qualified and competent arboriculturalist. No work to the veteran tree, or within its vicinity, which might compromise the environs of the tree shall be carried out without the written approval of the Local Planning Authority.

Planting Pits (hard landscaped areas)



Prior to the commencement of the development hereby approved, and notwithstanding the submitted details, full details, locations, specifications and construction methods for all purpose built tree pits and associated above ground features, to include specifications for the installation of below ground, load-bearing ‘cell structured’ root trenches, root barriers, irrigation systems and a stated volume of a suitable growing medium to facilitate and promote the healthy development of the proposed trees, shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. Thereafter, the development shall be carried out in accordance with the approved details and specifications.

Planting Pits (soft landscaped areas)



Prior to the commencement of the development hereby approved, and notwithstanding the submitted details, full details, locations, specifications and construction methods for all tree pits located within soft landscaped areas, to include specifications for the dimensions of the pit, suitable irrigation and support systems and an appropriate method of mulching, shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. Thereafter, the development shall be carried out in accordance with the approved details and specifications.
