Planning Application 14/02156/OUT I wish to object to the application for provision of 95 new houses on the land south of Cotefield Business Park. I can see no good reason for building at this site. It is neither a sensible extension to Bodicote because it is too far from the village community nor is it part of a controlled extension of Banbury and too far from Tywford. It is further adding to the degredation of the countryside around the Banbury area. There is no provision for additional school places; Bodicote and Adderbury schools already being over-subscribed. There is no provision for additional jobs in the area so many extra cars will be leaving the development to go to work in areas away from Banbury. This will lead to additional traffic congestion entering Banbury and adding to the queue at Adderbury traffic lights. The additional traffic will be entering the Oxford Road at busy times leading to the increased likelihood of accidents where there are already plenty of near misses with vehicles leaving Bannatynes Sports Gym.
