Further to our conversation on Tuesday, please see our response below with regards to discharging conditions 17 and 18 on our application ref. 17/00243/DISC.
 

Condition 17 (Bird and bat boxes)
 
Just to clarify, the condition requiring details of nesting boxes on our copy of application ref. 16/01110/F, is Condition 16, not 17.
 
Bat and bird boxes will be positioned on trees at heights of over 3m.  Bat boxes will be fixed using aluminium nails on the southern aspect of the tree. Bird boxes will also be fixed using aluminium nails and be placed away from prevailing weather on the north or eastern aspect of the trees.

 
Condition 18 (External lighting)
 
The condition requiring details of an external lighting scheme our copy of application ref. 16/01110/F, is Condition 17, not 18.

In addition to supplying the attached product data sheets, the lighting consultants have made the following comments about the external light fittings specified:

 

Ref IDSW - Four Wall Lights around the house to provide some safety and security illumination, these wall lights have a solid top so there is no direct upward component. These use a low power led lamp of approx. 5 watts.

 

Ref 2 & 2a - There are two downlights in the canopy illuminating the external stair which is clearly important for safety. These are dimmable and only 7 watts.

 

Ref 17 - The wall on the Eastern side of the house has low level recessed lights illuminating the path at the side of the house for safety and security. They have a glare cowl so the light is pushed downwards onto the path. They are only 5 watts.

 

Ref 9m – Very small uplights at close offset to the west ground floor façade add functional access lighting to the route around the property. These are carefully controlled and fitted with glare guards to ensure light distribution is restricted to the direction of the building reducing spill light. They are only 2.4 watts.

 

Ref 6 – Linear led lighting is used in concealed locations on the first floor terrace with a downward light distribution contained to the terrace floor behind the wall for safe use of the terrace. A Ref 6 concealed linear LED light is also incorporated in the detail for the house signage within the curved stone wall at the entrance to the driveway - refer to drawing 14-062-224. This fitting will be on a timer control.

 

Ref 16 – Linear led is integrated into a bench at the rear door. This light gives a functional light to the adjacent wall which is contained under a canopy therefore controlling the uplighting. 

 

The tree uplighters have been omitted from the external lighting scheme.
