The surface shall be raked to smooth flowing
contours with a fine tilth, incorporating pre-seeding fertiliser at 70 g/m2.

3.2 Delivery and Storage
Turf shall be supplied in accordance with BS3936.

3.5 Initial cut
When newly seeded and turfed areas reach 50mm they should be lightly
rolled and cut to a height of 30mm. All arisings shall be removed. Any bare
patches shall be made good at this time. Seeded areas shall be cut for a
second time when the sward reaches 50mm high.
