Comments – No planting any vegetation underneath newly planted trees as it competes and causes tree failure.

Provide 1m mulch @ 100mm deep circles around each tree – to provide a good planting environment Change all Pyrus callery for a mixture of less problematic species - a 20% mix of Ginkgo biloba, Field maple, Amelanchier – robin hill, Acer griseum, Cornus controversa.

In terms of species choice I want to see demonstrable use of pure tree stock rather than nursery hybrids that re known to have been over and inbred over the years increasing genetic deficiencies and weaker varieties.

All trees to be standardised as planting stock at 16-18 cm Girth, a minimum of 100lt containerised stock grown to BS 8545(2012), many of the large trees that are specified are prone to failure in larger sizes, smaller stock is known to establish better.

All trees to be planted in an agreed medium, with a minimum of 15m3 planting space, either individual pits or may be provided within a root run.
