	REASONS FOR REFUSAL


 1
By reason of its complicated form and contrived layout, increased scale and massing in comparison to the existing buildings, and unsympathetic detailing and appearance, the proposal is considered to cause harm to the setting and significance of the Grade II listed Lane Head and its associated outbuildings, and the character and appearance of the designated Sibford Gower and Burdop Conservation Area, contrary to Policy ESD15 of the Cherwell Local Plan (2011-2031), and Saved Policy C18 of the Cherwell Local Plan (1996) and government guidance contained within the National Planning Policy Framework.







  PLANNING NOTES 

For the avoidance of doubt, the plans and documents considered by the Local Planning Authority in reaching its decision on this application are Application Forms, Documents 3139 DA&HS and 3139 WMS, Site Location Plan and drawing numbered 3194-1.02.2 B.

STATEMENT OF ENGAGEMENT

In accordance with the Town and Country Planning (Development Management Procedure) (England) Order 2015 (as amended) and paragraphs 186 and 187 of the National Planning Policy Framework (March 2012), Cherwell Council has given consideration to whether amendments or additional information would overcome its concerns with the application, but unfortunately it has concluded that it would not be possible to resolve those concerns within the scope and timescales of this application. Cherwell Council has resolved that the application proposals do not amount to sustainable development and consent must accordingly be refused.

If you are aggrieved by the decision of the Local Planning Authority to refuse consent for the proposed works you can appeal to the First Secretary of State in accordance with Sections 20 and 21 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990.

If you wish to appeal then you must do so within six months of the date of this notice.  Forms can be obtained from the Planning Inspectorate, Temple Quay House, 2 The Square, Temple Quay, Bristol, BS1 6PN. Tel 0303 444 5000.

The Secretary of State can allow a longer period for giving notice of an appeal, but he will not normally be prepared to use this power unless there are special circumstances which excuse the delay in giving notice of appeal.

PURCHASE NOTICES

If listed building consent or conservation area consent is refused, whether by the Local Planning Authority or by the First Secretary of State and the owner of the land claims that the land has become incapable of reasonably beneficial use in its existing state and cannot be rendered capable of reasonably beneficial use by the carrying out of any works which have been or would be permitted, he/she may serve on the District Council a purchase notice requiring the Council to purchase his/her interest in the land in accordance with the provisions of Section 32 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990.

COMPENSATION

In certain circumstances compensation may be claimed from the Local Planning Authority if permission is refused by the Secretary of State on appeal or on reference of the application to him.

These circumstances are set out in the Section 27 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas)  Act 1990.
