Hello Katherine

Thank-you for this SuDS Management and Maintenance Plan proposed for this development and the opportunity to comment.

I would suggest the following improvements are made to the plan.

· With regard to the schedule for maintenance of the private soakaway structures, in order for it to comply with the guidance contained with ‘The SuDS Manual‘ (CIRIA 753), it needs to consider maintenance of the internal surface of the soakaway structure. This is shown in Table 13.1 page 267 of the SuDS Manual , and I copy the relevant part of the schedule below, which I have extracted from the guidance.


The schedule needs to be clear that it is also the internal surfaces of the structures that may require maintenance (if required)  , not just pre – treatment facilities. Maintenance could involve jetting to remove internal silt build up. 

· With regard to maintenance of the reed bed / swale area at the outfall, it was suggested the provision of a local composting area near to the swale, where cut / dead reeds are deposited to compost in a dedicated area. This may or may not be practicable given the site constraints , but it would avoid the need to take material off site. The Applicant’s  current plan envisages burning or removing the dead material to a location off – site.

· The 2 drawings listed at the end of the Management and Maintenance  Plan (Drawing Refs: 15031 - 100S104 (i)- Sh1 of 2  and 15031-100s104(ii) -Sh 2 of 2) appear to be Section 104 Agreement Plans and do not cover the location of the private soakaway structures, and therefore apparently would be of limited use to the Private Management company, which will be responsible for the maintenance of the private structures. Please include  details and plans within the Maintenance Plan for the benefit  of the private management company. The company will then be aware which household has what type of SuDS system and the requirements for its maintenance. 

· Please include any health and safety  considerations within the plan which are relevant to the maintenance of SuDS structures. Did the designer risk assessment identify any residual risks for maintenance teams? Chapter 36 of the SuDS Manual applies.
