SGR (Bicester 1) have obviously thought that putting an Orchard, Allotments, Childrens play area, will mitigate against the loss of green space, however the land is not suitable for that purpose due to flooding, see photo, the maintenance necessary to grow good apple trees even if conditions were perfect would have a huge impact on the bio diversity that currently exists, it would be far more beneficial to leave as a wildlife area and is more in keeping with the traditional group of heritage buildings. The children play area would have to be safely fenced, which again will detract from the overall interaction in this historic/heritage cluster of buildings. The eco town has no other historic heart to it, to dilute and obscure this one important area will be to ride rough shod over the tiny bit of local heritage that is still visible.

Flooding, has been a regular occurrence and as you can see from the photos flows freely over the road and settles exactly where the proposed orchard and play area would be.

It was so massively disappointing to see that the Phipps greed made them slip this small bit of land into the local plan, having already made millions from the exemplar and moved elsewhere, decided to leave the church which they supposedly supported and Homefarm House fighting for its right for due space, the community having its heritage dismantled and the exemplar principles of well thought out green spaces diluted.
