	I wish to object to the application for the development of the dwellings.. I have concerns over the buildings being built under the flight path of Oxford Airport and they have raised issues in previous planning applications for fewer properties. The land ownership is questionable as they have red boundary markings over land that belongs to the bunkers hill shareholders. The benefits offered to the existing residents in previous Section 106 agreements have been withdrawn and as far as the immediate community is, there is nothing to gain with this application. Offers of payment to Stratfield Brake etc are irrelevant to the existing residents as there is a poor public transport service and Stratfield Brake is not reachable by road due to lack of footpaths.
