	Whilst not opposed to the current application, in principle, I am objecting on the grounds of sustainability and land ownership.

CDC previously granted permission on the original outline planning for 8 houses, on condition that the development would include essential benefits in section 106 for existing residents, thereby achieving some sustainability.

This current application makes no mention of any such section 106 benefits or a promised Unilateral Undertaking, which results in it being unsustainable and therefore contrary to CDC planning policy.

The red boundary line of the proposed development erroneously covers some BHMC land and there are certainly some communal areas of disputable use and ownership rights, including land proposed to widen the access lane, which Bunkers Hill residents never agreed to.

I believe further negotiations and legal commitments are necessary before this proposal can move forward.
