These are my comments for the proposed development at Bunkers Hill (180/18/01491/OUT):
 
1. Bunkers Hill residents have paid for their klargester to be repaired up to standard. This is a private sewerage system. Therefore there is no need to it to be replaced as this would not benefit the residents further. 
 
2. Lack of footpath - on previous plans that the developers proposed there was a lack of footpath for people to get from the new houses to the footpath along the main road. It just showed the access road which is obviously unsafe for people, especially children to walk along when there would be a lot of cars using this road. 
 
3. Disappointing provision of recreational space and activities for children and families. Currently there are no facilities for the children living at Bunkers Hill, however there has been no emphasis on creating a safe play space for young children or an area for older children to play football etc. Studies have shown that if there are no provisions for children and young people then they can behave in a destructive manner in the surrounding area. This has been seen previously with them playing on the old bowling green and outbuildings, which is not a safe environment. 
 
4. The plan shown includes land owned by Bunkers Hill residents. There is no definition as to which land is owned by the developers and which land requires negotiation with the residents for development to proceed.
 
5. The access road will be shared by the existing residents and the new development. How is this going to work in the long term regarding maintenance costs? The access road leads out onto a busy 40mph main road with limited visibility. To increase the amount of vehicles using this access would increase the amount of vehicles turning into and out of this road. 
 
6. Parking - if 10 houses are built then that would increase the amounts of cars being parked in that area shown on the plans. The residents currently do not have allocated parking spaces but are free to park on the land owned collectively by the residents. When there are visitors this area is going to become congested, for example, if one of the households holds a children’s birthday party where are the visitors supposed to park? 
 
7. Due to the location of Bunkers Hill, residents are reliant on car travel. Increasing the amount of cars in this area will increase the pollution levels. This decreases the standard of living for the current residents.
