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I am writing to express my increasing concern about the value of the proposed planning application (18/01491/OUT) to both local and regional sustainability. 

Historically, an initial planning application (14/02132/OUT) appears to have been shoe-horned in, over quite clear objection from planning officers of the Cherwell District Council, and then sold on by a standing Councillor, then also serving as a director of the adjacent community-owned land. This should, in itself, raise concern.

The application was only approved on the basis of an agreed Section 106 Agreement which was subject to much discussion in the Planning Committee.

Subsequently, the development option was sold on to Keble Homes, the current applicant, who also offered benefits to residents in their planning application 17/02148/OUT, in the form of a draft UU and other benefits. This planning application, was refused, primarily on the grounds of no contribution to affordable housing.

The current application has a 50GBP contribution to affordable housing, but all benefits previously offered to existing Bunkers Hill residents have disappeared.

The submitted plans for the development do not appear to enable a refuse vehicle to enter, turn and exit the development in forward gear as required and the applicant does not have full control of the area marked as passing place as this land is under an ERBA of dubious legal standing.

Recently, the current applicant has ignored requests to maintain the vegetation on land fronting 24 Bunkers Hill, which they claim control of, in good order, thus presenting a safety hazard to current residents exiting onto the A4095. 

As your planning officers have reported, the proposed development does not meet regional and national sustainability requirements, and withdrawn local benefits no longer mitigate this requirement.

This planning application should be rejected.
