Dear Shona , I would just like to raise the following points regarding the proposed development at Bunkers Hill .
Firstly that on the plan it shows the bowling green as “ nursery “ .This is an error as it has always been part of the sports club and might give a misleading impression  that our plant Nursery is involved in the application in some way .
Secondly I still have concerns that the benefits to our small hamlet are minimal in overturning the guidelines regarding building in the open countryside and sustainability .
The original application for eight houses was finely won “ on balance “and the need to fulfill the district quota for new houses .Since that time other developers have shown an interest in the remainder of the sports club land which we own . Our pre application for 5 eco pods was termed as building in the countryside and not recommended .
Likewise several planning applications to build houses on the neighboring scrap yard were refused .
Should this development be approved I hope that the same amount of generosity is given to future development applications in the area .
Lots have changed here over the years from that first application . I would hope that if the green light is given again that the priority is to the existing residents to give improved leisure facilities and not just to squeeze as many houses as possible into a tight space .
Also that improvements will be made to the road junction on the main Banbury road to allow safe crossing for families to the north bound bus  .
Plus consideration of a path / cycle way from Bunkers hill to Shipton . This would be far safer than risking the lorries along the current  quarry footpath or main road without path . It’s feasible to think that young families may want to get to kidlington taking their children with small cycles or push chairs as opposed to car use .
