Comments:

I would just like to reiterate the comments made by OCC Highways (8/9/16) to the previous Reserved Matters application (16/01581/REM):

1. The garage internal dimensions are inadequate for it to be considered as a parking space. Furthermore, the tight 90-degree turn before the garage may make it virtually inaccessible.
1. The two remaining parking spaces are acceptable, although not ideal as one space obstructs the other.
1. There is acceptable cycle storage.
1. The driveway area is to be porous.


The proposals are unlikely to have any adverse impact upon the local highway network from a traffic and safety point of view, therefore I offer no objection.
