1. The barn, with a  footprint of 18 x 9 m and a ridge height of approx. 5 m, along with the rather modern cladding and its colour (as indicated by the example shown in the applicant’s  photograph) is so prominent and will cause harm to the locally distinct landscape character of the valley; an area originally locally designated as AOHLV –refer to current Local Plan Policy ESD 13: Local Landscape Protection and Enhancement : which although withdraws  the AOHLV,  now gives consideration of the importance of all distinctive landscapes within the district, thus: Policy ESD 13 therefore seeks to conserve and enhance the distinctive and highly valued local character of the entire district.  

2. Also this development will present a major visual impact and harm for residential receptors on Walford Road. 

3. The mayor onsite constraints to the development are the existing large trees on the southern application site boundary and the gradient. A large tree is potentially at risk because of excavations and re-profiling to achieve the finished floor level (with extensive damage to roots).

4. How is the structure to erected when there appears to be no means of site access for constructors’ vehicles? A rather intrusive and harmful  haulage road would be required over adjacent fields, resulting in removal  hedgerow and trees.

In conclusion, the development does not appear to be appropriate for the above-mentioned reasons.
