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Good Morning, 
 
Please see below my comments for the above referenced application – please note due to very close similarities between applications, the below comments are a copy of my previously submitted comments for 18/01091/F, as they are equally applicable. 
 
The submitted plans lack significant detail that would allow an informed assessment to be made on potential conflicts between the current tree stock, and the proposed demolition/construction works, for ease of reading I will bullet point my main concerns:
1. The submitted plans do not give reference to trees on site by way of scale drawings. Therefore an assessment on the destruction/constructions impact on surrounding trees cannot be made. Additionally the plans do not detail if trees are to be removed in order to facilitate destruction, construction or site access.
1. From desktop assessment there are several large trees adjacent to the A4095 that especially need to be referenced. The collective visual amenity of these trees is considerable enough to ensure the development does not negatively impact them. Equally should demolition/construction damage the trees considerable health and safety hazards could develop, especially in relation to the A4095.
1. The proposed change of use of the site means an increased presence of cars, and foot traffic within and adjacent to the site boundaries. Therefore the suitability of trees on site needs to be considered, along with potential future management pressures for the trees. 
 
All above points would be remedied by submission of an:
1. Arboricultural report – full survey of all trees on site, and trees with potential to be effected. Including categorisation to BS5837, plotted to scale on a site plan. 
1. Arboricultural impact assessment - including scale drawings to demonstrate RPAs, trees to be removed/retained and any management required. 
1. Arboricultural method statement – detailing how retained trees will be protected during demolition/construction to ensure their continued health, and amenity. 
 
Reasons: to ensure the tree stock on site is not negatively impacted by the proposed development. Submission of these 3 reports would allow an informed assessment to be made on suitability, however until such has been submitted I cannot assess this, therefore cannot determine this application.
