I note that the number of units on this Phase has been reduced from 15 to 11 although all of the dwellings remain designated as affordable housing.  Due to the number of different parcels on this site it is unclear whether or not the remaining 4 affordable units have been provided elsewhere, this needs to be confirmed.   
Furthermore the 11 units are all designated as rented which is not acceptable as this creates management problems.  We would therefore suggest the following tenure mix:-

Affordable Rent 

9 x 2 bed houses
Shared Ownership

2 x 2 bed houses
We would expect that 100% of the affordable rented units are built to the government's Nationally Described Space Standard (Technical Housing Standards), and 50% of the affordable rented units would meet the Building Regulations Requirement M4(2) Category 2: Accessible and Adaptable Dwellings requirement. 

The parking provision is adequate and we are happy that Heyford Regeneration in its role of Registered Provider will take on the affordable units.
